Record selector permits erase­
record of either track individually 
(as in half-track recording, sound 
on sound, language teaching, etc.), 
or both tracks can simultaneously 
be used for stereo record and repro­
duce. Protection against erasure is 
provided by "safe" positions on 
selector which inactivate the record 
button. 

All electronic alignment controls 
are accessible from an exclusive 
front-panel door eliminating the 
need to work from the back of a 
rack mounted unit or to remove 
electronics from consoles or cases 
for adjustments. 

• As further protection against 
accidental erasure, record relay in­
activates both bias oscillator and 
record head amplifiers by cutting 
plate voltages. 

• Complete access to all wiring, 
top and bottom, is made possible by 
removable bottom plate and hinged 
front and rear panels.

Optional plug-in preamplifiers

level input, the total cost of the 
recorder is reduced for those users 
whose installations always provide 
high level input such as the MX-35 
Ampex Mixer or similar input sys­
tems.
